He was a gallant and patriotic soldier, always cheer-
fully doing his whole duty. As acitizen he was faithful and trustworthy,
a modest, industrious farmer, typlca‘l of thousands of Iowa’s noblest
young men who left their homes in 1861-2 to risk their lives in dr\fcnce
of their conntry. ]
