Evrwar Serns was born in Franklin county, Ohio, February 14, 1814,
and died at Salt Lake City, March'13, 1897. He was descended from revo-
“lutionary stock, his grandfather on the paternal side having been killed at
Yorktown, and hlQ great- gulndfdthel in “Mad Anthony Wuyne s” charge at
Stony Point. Mr. Sells came to Towa in 1841, and settled in Muscatine
-county where he engaged 1n“the manufacture of pottery. He was elected
to the first State Legls]atme in 1846 and again in 1852. At the first Re-
publican State Convention in 1856 he was nominated for Secretary of State.
He was elected and served in this office six years. In a subsequent State
*Convention he came within ‘a few votes of the nomination for Governor,
-and, possibly, would have received the nomination, but for the fact that he
w1thdlew his name, prematurely, as his friends believed. He afterwards
went into the Navy as pnymgatel After the war, settled at Salt Lake City,
and sometime later was appointed Secretary of the Territory by President
Harrison. This last office he held four years. Duung the time Mr. Sells
resided in Towa he was one of our foremost citizens—Sone of the most in-
‘fluential men the State hasiever had in public life.” He was “a man of
wide and varied knowledge, genial and cordial in his manners, blessed with
‘troops of friends,” a shrewd far-seeing politician, possessing bLusiness
habits and executive dblllty of a high order.” Tz Annars for October,
1896. contained two articlesirelating to Mr. Sells, one of which was from
“the pen of his life-long friend, Mr. John M. Davis of Des Moines. To these
articles the reader is referred for further details of the life-work of Mr. Sells.

.. Mges. Saran CAMPBELL was born in the county of Tyrone, Ireland, in
1815, and died at her home lin Bloomfield township, Winneshiek county
J(mu'lry 18, 1897, having sutvived her husband, Hamilton Campbell, sev-
eral years. This family camped on the farm w 11e1e they spent their lives,
June 7, 1848. Mr. Campbell had come out from the Green Isle as early as
1829, and had been a private in Captain Gear’s (f(tthu of Ex-Governor and
United States Senator Johp H. Gear) company in the Black Hawk war.
He was in the same division with Abraham Lincoln. Returning to Ireland
in 1837, he was married to Miss Sarah Campbell. Three years later they
came to this country, ldndulg at New York, and at once starting west.
"Their first settlement wasiin Jackson county near Maquoketa, ldtel re-
moving to Dubuque. But they eventually found their way to Winneshiek
county, as stated. We glean these particulars from ThesDecoral Republi-
-ean of January 21, which pays a beautiful tribute to the memory of this
intelligent and pmlacwolthy pioneer family, the earliest settlers in that
county. ‘

worthy citizens. A native ‘of C(l}((ld(‘., he removed to Iowa in 1867, and has
for many years been identified {vith the banking and political interests of
the State. In 1875 he mg(m} ed the bank of Lawler and later the Howard
county bank in Cresco. Hg¢ was appointed National Bank Examiner by
President Harrison and wds found to be eminently qualified for the duties
of that position. In 1879 he was elected to represent Chickasaw county in
the State Legislature; in 1884 he served as one of the presidential electors,
and in 1888 he was a candidate for Congress from the 4th district, but de-
feated in the convention by one-fourth of a vote. He has been active in
every political contest for the last twent) years, his services as a ready
