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of Union refugees who had come thither for protection.
Wherever "red tape" interfered with efficiency or the prompt
discharge of duties, he disregarded it wholly, finding his
justification iu the unquestioned merit of his transactions.
He fairly won promotion by skill and bravery in battle, and
the only reason why it was not awarded to him was his lack
of deference to mediocrities in high places.

THE VALUE OF NEWSPAPEE FILES.

Since the Historical Depairtmeut was orgauized in 1892
the writer has occasionally had to defend the effort to ac-
cumulate and preserve files of,!Iowa newspapers. Several
good people have expressed fears that these papers would
so accumulate as to become a great burden. This is doubt-
less true, uuless adequate space and cases are provided for
them. But since the Hon. George E. Roberts, Director of
the United States Mint, compiled in the summer of 1896 a
great statistical aud historical pamphlet—the demaud for
which reached 160,000 copies-pfrom these newspaper files,
there has been less objection to'them. It has curiously hap-

• pened that some of the gentleuieu who have most seriously
inveighed against this branch ¿f the State Historical Col-
lections have come to the rooms day after day to consult
files of uewspapers! On such occasious—their eyes having
been pried open—they have indulged iu complaiuts that
Iowa has not had more of these resources of historical in-
formation. It would have beeuj so couveuieut to fiud what
they especially wauted ! !

But refereuce to examples i.u other commuuities and
countries may serve to justify tile very limited work which
has been doue in this State as well as to smooth the way for
its enlargement. Wisconsin and; Kansas are striving to se-
cure files of all the uewspapers, periodicals, books aud
pamphlets published within their borders. This fact the
writer has often printed iu these pages aud elsewhere. But
just uow we have read something of this branch of historical
collecting as carried on in the British Museum under the
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Avise direction of Dr. Kicbard Garnett, C. B., one of the
greatest living specialists in bibliograpby and library build-
ing. Dr. Garnett was lately interviewed and wbat be said is
publisbed in tbe London Bookman for March. In tbe mat-
ter of newspapers here is what Dr. Garnett said :

What to do with the newspapers is still a serious problem. We tried
the expedient of tying them up in bundles, but that did not answer, and
wo have had to revert to the system of binding them.

In view of the vast number of these publications it seems
almost beyond belief tbat it is still found practicable to pre-
serve in tbe library of the British Museum every book,
pampblet, periodical and newspaper published in the United
Kingdom, saying nothing of hundreds or thousands from
abroad. But says Dr. Garnett :

We have destroyed a considerable number of imperfect duplicates, and
given away a large number of valuable ones, but at least one copy of
evcrythintj that issues from the press is kex>t. Everij provincial newspai:>er
will be loorth five hundred times its ¡present value five hundred years henee.

'THE SONG OF IOWA."

Tbe following poem wbicb is sung to tbe air "Der Tan-
nenbaum"* ("My Marj'land"), was written in 1897 by Major
S. H. M. Byers of Des Moines, autbor of the well knoAvn
war-time song, "Sherman's March to the Sea." It requires
time to settle the fact whether such a song possesses the
mysterious elements of permanence—whether it shall be ac-
cepted by the people as the highest expression of their
tastes and patriotic feeling.
