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A check-over of the list shows that over thirty mem-
bers had come to Iowa either in territorial days or be-
fore. It will be recalled that just before the beginning of
statehood was the time of great moving into Towa from
the states to the east.

PIONEER LAWMAKERS POSTPONE SESSION

The Pioneer Lawmakers of Iowa, like other good Ameri-
can patriots, have yielded to the stern necessities of a
war-torn world. Their officers considered the request of
the Government that the holding ¢f conventions be aban-
doned, save those that have to do with the war effort.
They promptly decided that to comply with such request
was a patriotic duty, and the membership will forego the
pleasure of another reunion this year. Upon one other
previous occasion similar action was taken, the reunion
omitted and officers held over..

. A program for the 1945 session in the State Historical
building and the joint assembly meeting with the Fifty-
first General Assembly had been prepared and speakers
invited to participate.
