He was born in Ireland, January 21,1823,
came to Amenca in 1843 'md in 1854 settled in Jackson county. He was
recognized as one of the leadmg Democrats of the State, and was once of-
fered the Democratic nomination for governor, which he declined. For
twenty years he served\on the board of county cupervisors and was a men-
ber of the Thirteenth General Asqembly of Towa, in which he bore a nota-
blo part as a friend of the project to clect the new capitol.

Mgs. Mary IserT SI"BAGUE the w1f0 of Hon. D. N. Sprague, died at her
home in Wapello, Iowa Octobel 29, 1899. She was born in Noblestown,
Pennsylvania.
