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braska institutions to the Pawnee Nation of Oklahoma. His etforts led
i 1997 to passage of the Native American Graves Protection and Re-
patriation Act, which opened the door to return of sacred objects to
tribes throughout the United States. Two other essavs also have a mid-
western context, both focusing on Eastern Sioux, or Dakota, peoples.
Deborah Welch provides a useful examination of Gertrude Bonnin
{Zitkala-5a), who became o prominent but controversial writer and
critic of federal policies. More <'ndmrmg is the essay on Rew. Vine
Deloria Sr, who merged traditional Dakota spiritual traditions with
Episcopal teachings. Written by his grandson and based on a series of
extended taped Interviews, this essay conveys the greatest depth of
human feeling ameny all the contributions within the book.

The New Warriors represents an important addition to the expand-
mg literature about modern American Indians, General readers will
enjoy it as much as academicians,
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Rusty 1. Monhellon, o native Kansan with a PhD. in history from the
Unrversity of Kansag, has written a solid s;ontrzbut ion to the burgeon-
iy Hterature on the 19605 ocal studies are the wave of the {uture,
challenging the wrand narratives of the sivties by addressing the par-
teudar effects the events of that turbulent decade had on local com-
muruties around the country. This Ts Jhnerica? illustrates clearly how
the conthots of the 19605 over chvil nights, swelfare, the war in Vietnam,
the counterculture, and so on plaved out i a idwestern context.
Asin most books about the 1960 in the United States, the author
begine by locating hunwselt in relationship o his subject. Monhollon
was too voung to have participated in demonstrations, but he still
considers bumself a product of the sixties. “This book,” he explains, “is
miv etfort to make sense of the sixties. It culminates a fong journey, as
much personal as it was scholarly” (xivh It s Monhollon's passion for
i subject that makes this book work; it s thoughtiud, well researched,
and balanced. It may not tell us “how 4l Americans . were poditi-
cized during those turbulent years” {41 Indecd, the author does e
clam that Lawrence's exporience was typical of otbwr conumunities.
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But it does come closer than much of the previous literature on the
subject. At the very least, we learn about the impact of the 14960s on a
midwestern college town in a conservative area, and this takes us closer
te a fuller understanding of the decade,

Monholon defines the sixties as a straggle between Joft and right
over the future of the country. The book s not precisely chronelogical;
the chapters are erganized thematically, and there is some redundancy.
Monhotlon begins by setting out the ways Cold War antivommunist
culture shaped Lawrence in the vears after World War I1 He is espe-
cially insighttul when it comes to 1ssues of race, explaining that white
racism in Lawrence (despite its free state heritage) was based on de-
fense of the rights of property and a belief that the weltare state was
too large. Chapters follow on the vouth movement, the Vietnam Wag,
black power, the a’mmh-rmi{ure, and women's rights. This is intended
to be o story not just of organizations and individuals, although many
of them are discussed. Instead, it s a narrative about “America, in nu-
CrocosmL. ... one moment Inan ongoing fight to comwe o terms with
competing visions of what America is and shoeuld be” (216).

Altheugh Monhollon 1= attentive to protest movements, he s
equally concerned with the views of white racists, right-winyg vigilan-
tos, housewives, lecal businessmen, and bewildered townspeople. MHe
deserves to be commended tor the evenhanded way he approaches

difficult topivs. He does not glorify or denigrate particular groups or
individuals but tries to understand the varied points of view wpre-
sented in the communitv, He acknowledges the darker side of the
counterculture and the black power mevement, especially thelr at-
lmnpts to arm themselves in the late sixties and early seventios, which
helped turn a bad situation worse. At the same timie, he cearly places
the blame for muach of the vielenwce that afflicted the community on
those “Lawrencions” who refused o recognize indigenous sources of
tension and attobuted the town’s conflicts to outsiders (often, quite
literally, to communist agitators). Monhollon 1= especially careful in
mhtzm the controversial and tragic events of 1970, when pohcemen
killed two teenagers, a series of bombings and arsons shook the town,
and many people at vartous points on the palitical spoctrum }M suht

that armed revolution was under wav, Although Monhollon gives
ather issues thetr due, he s insistent and compellingg i his Clalm that

“race was ab the heart of Tawrence’s problems, and race was an in-
digenous problom™ (1535 Some of his assertjons about race, however,
are questionable. For example, his claim that the threst of black vio-
lence was an unpoffdm factor m ‘_mlm:w white support for moderate
reforms seems nconsistent with the rest of the narrative, 1y whieh he
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describes the racism and even vigilantism in the community while
criticizing some of the black power leadership.

Monhellon’s research is thorough, but it is puzzling that he did
not collect some oral history. It would only enrich his story to share
some of the memories and volces of people on different sides of the
ssues in the communitv. Even so, we learn much about how the events
and issues of the 19605 played out in this one midwestern town, and
we gatnamportant msights into some of the emotional responses to
those events and issues. If people personalized the issues then, it helps
explain why the polanization continues to run so deeply. More studies
ot the 1960s are likely to follow Morhollon's example.

In her introduction to fnicrpreting
Historie Howse Muscwns, editor Jessica Foy Donnelly points out the rich
educational potential of such sites. “A residence 1s a universally under-
stood place. Every visitor starts with the benefit of undaerstanding this
fundaivental relationship” (3} Despite their great potential, house
museunis often have difficulties taking full advantage of their assets,
Although visitors today are far more likely to hear about domestic
servants, slaves, and the women of the house than they were twenty
years ago, same house tours continue to focus narrowly on the male
owner of the house and the objects he collected.

LDruring the past twenty years, muscum professionais have ex-
perimented with new interpretive techniques and stories told from
multiple perspectives, but until now there were fow published re-
sourves to consult for fresh approaches to interpretation. The contribu-
tors to fnferprefing Histore House Musenms fill this gap by providing
tools and techrugues applicable to sites of all sizes, The 14 essays, writ-
ten by a diverse collection of museum professionals and scholars, suyg-
gest a broad range of approaches historic house museunys can use to
breathe life mnto their research, tours, and educational programs.
