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Burlington, Keokuk, Ottumwa, Oskaloosa, Des Moines, have
given in the aggregate over two thousand dollars.

The intercst manifested in every part of the State, is ardent
and unabated. A single call for Christmas gifts brought them
in profusion. In short, every thing connected with this cause
evinces that Towa’s love for her brave defenders, stops not
when the grave hides them from her view, but thak she seeks
to repay in kindness to the orphan child, the debt of gratitude

* she owes the father.

EDUCATIONAL JOURNALS.

This sketch would be incomplete without some account-of
the publications in the Stafe that have been devoted to the in-
terests of the schools. The first one of which we have any rec-
ord was started in this city—Dubuque—in January, 1853, a
monthly of 25 pages, &t one dollar a year, called the ~ District
Sehool Journal of Education for the State of Lowa:” edited
by R. R. Gilbert, publi-hed by R. Spaulding. We have seen

/I & few numbers of this Journal —to which we are indebted for

s

. valuable statistics—and it seems to have been well conducted

and liberally patronized. Lt states that it circulated in every
organized school district in the State, and among the friends
of education thronghout the entire State. As the number of
districts at that time was over 1500, its circulation must have
been greater than that of any similar publication since. Its
gecond volunie was styled © Zhe fowa Journal of Education.”
It was not continued beyond the second year.

In January, 1857, ¢ The Voiceos lowa,” a monthly of 33
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pages, was started at Cedar Rapids, by J. L. Enos, at §1.004
year. It was comuienced as the organ of the State Teachers
Association, Dr. Enos being pecuniarily responsible, both edi.
ting the paper and setting the Phonetic type for that depart
ment of the paper. Irwas published only 15 months. The
General Assenibly prssed a law authorizing school distriets to
subscribe for Z7e Vuvice of lowa, but few copies howeyer
were taken by them.

In May, 1859, Rev. S. 8. Howe started ¢ 7he Li'erary Ad-
wvertiser and [Public School Advocate,” a quarto monthly of 8
pages, at 25 cents a year. It was discontinued in October
1860.

In July, 1859, was started « Z%e Jowa School Jowrnal?s
monthly quario ot 16 pages, edited by Andrew J. Stevens, pub-
lished by Me-srs. Mills & Co., of Des Moines, at $1.00 per an-
num—-* devoted to the spread of usetul knowledge.” It was
well conducied, but the form was objectionable, and its aim
too general to meet the wants of teachers and schoo! officers.
It subsequently assumed the octavo form and was edited by
Thomas II. Benton, Jr., Secretary of the Board of Education.

In Ocrober, 13 9, was commenced “Zhe lowa Instructor,”
a monthly of 32 pages, in octavo torm, published by the State
Teachers’ Association and edited by its Executive Committee.
It was spirited, practical and successful in every thing except
payine expences.  In Oct., 1862, the Znstructor and Journgl
were united, and the publica ion continued by Messrs. Mills
& Co., the Exceutive Committee ot the State Teachers’ Asso-
ciation and the Secretary of the Board ot Education having
editorial control.

This now being the only publication in the State devoted to
the interests of teashers and school officers, should have a gens
eral circularion throughonr the State. It ought to be in the
hands of every teacher and school officer in the State.
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
