BOOKS A T  IO W A  CELEBRATES ANNIVERSARY
W hen the  F riends of The U niversity  of Iow a Libraries w as 

o rganized  in  the  fall of 1964, an  active pub lications p rog ram  
describ ing the  collections an d  services of the  L ibraries w as 
envisioned. W ith initial su p p o rt from  The U niversity  of Iow a 
F oundation , a sem i-annual jou rna l, Books at Iowa, w as begun . 
Since the  fall of 1964, Books at Iowa has con ta ined  articles on  
m any subjects includ ing  fine p resses, Iow a au th o rs , English 
and  A m erican litera tu re , ch ild ren 's  books, A m erican  h istory , 
E uropean  literature  an d  th o u g h t, science an d  technology, an d  
the  h isto ry  of The U niversity  of Iow a. M ost of the  articles have  
tied in, one w ay  or ano th er, w ith  the  research  m aterials an d  
services of the  U niversity  L ibraries, b u t  th ey  have o ften  ran g ed  
beyond  th is base to  a w ider field.

O ver the  years, the  ed ito rs have  so u g h t o u t experts to  w rite  
abou t som e p hase  of their specialty  a t a level th a t m igh t in te rest 
and  inform  the  non-specialist or genera l reader. A bou t 141 
au tho rs have  w ritten  183 articles w ith  the  m ajor topics be ing  
Iow a au tho rs, Leigh H u n t an d  h is era, an d  fine p resses. O ne 
m ight even  ven tu re  to say th a t the  m agazine has m ade  a real 
contribu tion  to the  s tu d y  of Iow a litera tu re . W hile m ost of the 
articles have been  w ritten  by U niversity  faculty , staff, a n d  
s tuden ts , m en  a n d  w om en  from  off-cam pus have  also con trib ­
u ted  essays.

The ed itors of Books at Iowa are alw ays o p en  to  suggestions 
for possible articles a n d  are  g lad  to consider essays subm itted  
for publication. They also apprecia te  hearing  from  readers  
about w h a t is read , w an ted , liked or ignored . In  th is  w ay , Books 
at Iowa will survive an d  p ro sp e r for a n o th e r tw enty-five years.

This exhibition  fea tu red  such  h igh ligh ts as 
the  orig in  of football a t The U niversity  of Iow a, the  football 
team s of 1920-1923 w hich  cap tu red  tw o  W estern  Conference 
titles a n d  w o n  tw en ty  stra igh t gam es, a record  w hich  still 
s tands; the  1939 Ironm en , p robab ly  the  m ost fam ous team  ever 
to  rep re sen t the  U niversity ; the  Rose Bowl team s of 1957 an d  
1959; a n d  the  cu rren t football p rog ram  a n d  its consisten t 
success since th e  early  1980s. In  telling th is story , ou tstan d in g  
p layers such  as D uke Slater, N ile K innick, Calvin Jones, R andy 
D uncan , a n d  C huck  Long, a n d  successful coaches such  as 
H o w ard  Jones, D r. E ddie A n d erso n , Forest Evashevski, and  
H a y d en  Fry are p ro m in en tly  fea tu red . The exhibition w as 
p rep a re d  by  M ark  A n d erso n  a n d  D avid  H udson .
