The editors like
to have experts writing about some phase of their specialty at
alevel that will interest and inform the general reader. Articles
average about twelve pages of printed text. The editors are
always open to suggestions for possible articles and are glad
to consider essays submitted for publication. Remuneration

for contributors is ten complete copies of the issue containing

the article.
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
