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Dada/Surrealism,  journal sponsored by the
Association for the Study of Dada and Surrealism,
will publish annually the best short papers available in
those two fields. Articles on art, film, and literature
will be considered, whether they are of thematic,
linguistic, stylistic, or any of the other possible
orientations. They should be written in English;
where French quotation is used in the text, English
translation should be supplied in the notes. Papers
should be sent to the Editor at Box 85, Hunter
College of the City University of New York, 695 Park
Ave., N.Y. 10021. They will be read by a member of
the Editorial Board, which has been chosen to
represent a diversity of attitudes toward Dada and
surrealist texts and manifestations.

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For the present issue the main concern in the selection of articles, both
submitted and invited, was the demonstration of a wide variety of approaches.
General presentations, just grazing the historical, are juxtaposed with the close
analysis of specific poems. Thematic and psychoanalytic discussion is followed
by strict linguistic commentary, original poetry by a study of the automatic and
self-generating text.

Topics include sculpture, film, various literary genres, and “the waking
dream” ; they range from Russian Zaum to the contemporary American cinema,
from Haitian poetry to the French poetry of a Roumanian translated into
English.

In future issues, we hope to maintain this concern for a diversity at once
geographic, topical, and methodological. Suggestions will be welcomed.
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
