,,~ritten by tl1e "\'\l ar Governor of the State of Kansas, deals largely 
,vith military and Indian affairs. At the same time it presents 
an autobiographical accot1nt of tl1e career of the autl1or during 
the period of the Civil War and Reconstruction 

The book is divided into three parts, the first of \-vhich deals 
mainly with military operations in l\Iissouri and Arkansas, especial 
attention being given to t11e part pla)·ed tJ)" I{ansas men. Part 
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t,vo is devoted to politics and Indian affairs from 1864 to 1869. 

It is in this connection tl1at the author refers to a charge of cor­
ruption in the sale of certain Cherokee Indian lands made against 
James Harlan of Io,,·a, then ecretary of the Interior under 
President J ol1n on. Althougl1 this charge was frequently made 
against Harlan in political contests it is believec1 that a study of 
docunientary evidence ,vill prove tl1at it was groundless. Part 
three contains an account of incidents connected "'"ith the later 
official career of tl1e author. An appendix contain much docu-
1nentarv 1naterial . • 

Tl1e book is ,,·r1tten in a readable tyle and presents a personal 
v1e,v tl1at is ,Yortl1y of consideration. B11t tl1e absence of any 
citation to source 1uaterial induces the belief that it is more remin­
iscent than critical in character, and l1ence it can l1ardly be ac­
cepted as an authoritative treatment of the period.

The title of tl1is volume might be mis­
leading \Yere it not for tl1e qualif~ring statement on tl1e title page 
that it is <'A stt1dy· of the Britisl1 Board of Trade in its relation to 
the n1erican olon1e , P olitical, Industrial, Administrative''. The 
book is divided into six parts or cl1apters. The organization and 
personnel of the Board of Trade are discussed in the first cl1apter. 
Tl1e relations of tl1e Board of Trade to other depart1nents of ad­
ministration, sucl1 as tl1e Privy Cot1ncil, the ecretary of tate, the 
administrative boards, the Bishop of London, and Parliarnent, is 
tl1e subject to ,,Tl1ich c]1apter t,vo is devoted. Chapter tl1ree deals 
vtith t)1e difficulties of colonial administration, among ,Yhich ,,·ere 
inadeq11ate means of co1nmunication, lack of responsibility, the 
,veakness of the colonial Governor's position, and tl1e rise of the 
colonial assemblies. 'rhe three remaining chapters ha,·e to do 
respectively ,vitl1 the i111perialistic policy of the Board of Trade; 
the treatment of colonial legislation; and }Joundaries, trade de­
fense, and Indian affairs. resurne of ten pages complete the 

monograph. 
As is indicated by 111ore tl1an eight l1undred footnotes containing 
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citations to sources as well as a great mass of information supple­
menting statements in the text, the author l1as been diligent in his 
search for materials and has exploited many sources hitherto un­
used.

subject of the control of public utilities in Io,Ya. Dr. J ol1n E. 
Brindley of Io"·a State ollege at Ames, and ecretary of tl1e Io,Ya 
Tax Commission, has nearlJ' completed a 1nonograpl1 on the histor)' 
of road legislation in Iowa. Ir. Jacob , ran der Zee, having com­

pleted his volume on Tlie Holla1iders of Ioiua, is making investiga­
tions along various lines in early Io,va history. A study of the 
problem of poor relief in Io,va is being made b)" Professor J. L.

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Gillin, who has recently accepted an associate professorship in the 
University of Wisconsin. Dr. larence Ray Aurner has completed 
his History of Toivnship Gove1'n1nent i1i Iowa and has begun work 
on a comprehensive history of education in Io,, a to which he will 
probably devote his time for at least t\vo years. Dr. Louis Pelzer 
of the State niversit:;~ of Io,va is engaged in several lines of re­
search into the early hi tory of the Iissi sippi Valley, which of 
course include the historv of lolva . ...

Later in the summer Professor 
Olynthus B. Clark of Drake University ,vill rome to Io,va City to 
devote several "\\'eeks to the history of Io,, a politics during the 
period of the ivil War and Reconstruction. ~Ir. Henry J. Peter­
son of the Iowa State Teachers ollege at edar Falls ,vill continue 
his ,vork on the subject of corrupt practice legislation in Iowa. 
Professor F. E. Haynes of 1\Iorningside College ,vill also come to 
Iowa ity in August and de,1ote some time to rescarcl1 ,vork .for the 
Society. 

In addition to these lines of researcl1 tl1e subject of the l1istory 
of m11nicipal government in lo\Ya is being investigated by Dr.
