
HI TORI L CTIVITIES 

The Fourth Annual Meeting of the Southern Historical Associa­
tion was held at ew Orleans on ovember 3-5, 1938. The Associa­
tion began the publication of The Journal of Southern History in 

1935. 

The Texa 1emorial Museum at Austin wa opened to the public 
on January 15, 1939. The building was financed in part by the 
ale of T xas entennial half dollar . In 1935 the tate legislature 

appropriated $300,000 for the building and 225,000 for the collec­
tion and installation of exhibits, which will include both historical 

and scientific object . 

The thirty-second annual meeting of the Mis i ippi Valley His­
torical ociation will be held at Memphi , Tenne ee, on April 20-
22, 1939, with headquarter at the laridge Hotel. William C. Bink­
ley, of Vanderbilt University, is chairman of the program commit­
tee. The general subjects to be covered are : orth- outh Rela­
tions in the Mi i ippi Valley; Materials for Research in the 
South ; Spanish Intere ts in the Lower fi i ippi Valley; The 
Abolitionist Movement; The Changing Function of the Middle 
West in American Democracy; Regional Problems within the 
Great Plain Area; Aspects of American Foreign Policy in the 
Late ineteenth entury; and Some Phases of Town Life in the 

Ante-bellum outh. 

Mr. Ira C. Oehler of t. Paul was elected pre ident of the Min­
nesota Historical ociety at the annual meeting of the executive 
council of the ociety held on January 16, 1939. Profe sor Lester 
B. hippee of the niver ity of Minnesota and Judge Julius E. 
Haycraft were chosen vice presidents, Mr. Julian B. Baird Trea­
surer, and Dr. Theodore C. Blegen secretary and superintendent. 
Officers are elected every third year. The executive council is 
made up of thirty persons cho en at the annual meeting of the 
Society.

The Polk County Historical ociety was organized on December 
17, 193 . E. R. Harlan, formerly Curator of the Historical De­
partment of Iowa, was cho en president. J. E. Howard was elected 
vice president, I. H. Tomlin on secretary, and H. C. Plummer trea-
urer. Harvey Ingham was elected honorary pre ident. 

A meeting of citizens of Pocahonta County was held at Poca­
hontas on February 1, 1939, to di cuss the organization of a Poca­
hontas County Hi torical ociety. The group decided to organ­
ize and elected the following temporary officers: W. W. Harris, 
president; Mr . J. H. Pollock, vice president; A. L. Schultz, secre­
tary; and F. E. Hronek, treasurer. Annual dues were fixed at 
fifty cents a member.
