Postscript

pattern of publication in which each issue corresponds to the season named
on it, and partly because this decision reflects our real interests, we plan
some special summer issues devoted to baseball, gardening, and fishing. We
welcome contributions in story, essay, or poem from which we could
gather such pleasurable summer reading.
