
Sketches of Master Editors
Biographical material on the Iowa Master Editor-Publisher has not been 

available in complete form, so that political and religious affiliation and busi­
ness and professional memberships are not necessarily all-inclusive. This perti­
nent and valuable material was gleaned from the Iowa Press Association’s 
Who's Who in Iowa, The Iowa Publisher, and from personal correspondence, 
by two graduate students from the School of Journalism of the State Univer­
sity of Iowa.
