I t 
is fe lt th a t  C h a r le s  E v a n s  H u g h e s  lo s t th e  p r e s id e n c y  in 1916 w h e n  he  v is i te d  
C a l i fo rn ia  d u r in g  th e  c a m p a ig n  a n d  fa ile d  to  c a ll o n  G o v e r n o r  J o h n so n . T h is  
d is c o u r te s y  to  J o h n so n  w a s  n o t  o v e r lo o k e d ;  C a l i f o r n ia  w a s  th o u g h t  to  b e  s a f e ­
ly  R e p u b lic a n  b u t  W i l s o n  w o n — 4 6 6 ,2 8 9  to  4 6 2 ,5 1 6  fo r  H u g h e s .
